Please arrive at class on time and be prepared to participate in discussions and activities. Seminar is an
integral part of the practicum course, assisting in the development of the skill and knowledge required to
meet the competencies for CFCS Diploma. Attendance and participation in classes is required and the
content is Mandatory. Therefore, students are required to contact the instructor in advance if they are
unable to attend classes and there will be a makeup assignment required for any missed seminars. Missing
more than three seminar classes will put you at risk of failing the course.

Missed Class Makeup Assignment (mandatory for any missed seminars):

You need to have a minimum 10 minute discussion (in person or on the phone) with at least 2 students in
your class to learn their perspective of the important aspects of the session missed (both large group
and small group). This will also give you the opportunity to offer supportive feedback to them as well
(peer support is one intended outcome of seminar small group). Ensure you identify which students you
have spoken to. Complete and submit a 300 — 500 word paper which describes the key elements of the
class, along with your own reflections on the subject. Please submit this paper on D2L before the next
class.

*Note: It is the student’s responsibility to track the dates missed and to follow up with colleagues about
content missed, while they still remember.
