Unless otherwise directed by individual course outlines, assignments must include: APA 7th edition guidelines, 
a title page, an introduction, a conclusion and a reference list. Please use the Camosun Writing Centre 
and/or Camosun Library for resources in writing, formatting and referencing.  
 
All assignments are to be submitted on designated due dates. In some circumstances, students may arrange 
with the instructor for an extension of an assignment, at least 24 hours before the due date, by email. Marks 
will be deducted from assignments (3% per day) if prior arrangements have not been made with the instructor.  
 
Make-up Assignments  
Classes are planned as a continuum for building the skill and knowledge required to meet the competencies 
for CFCS Diploma. Students are expected to attend all scheduled class activities.  
Attendance is required in order to receive the learning in this class. If you miss a class it will affect your 
learning and your grade. If you need to miss a class, you are invited to complete a make-up assignment for 
each class you miss: You need to have a minimum 10 minute discussion (in person or on the phone) with at 
least 2 other students in your class to learn their perspective of the important aspects of the class missed. 
Ensure you identify which students you have spoken to. Complete and submit a 400 - 600 word paper which 
describes the key elements of the class, along with your own reflections on the subject. Please submit this 
paper on D2L before the next class, when possible.
