COURSE GUIDELINES & EXPECATIONS 

This is a self-paced course. Students have the flexibility to follow an individually-adaptable timeline to 

complete the learning outcomes and unit tests. The course is a combination of 3 online, blended and/or in- 

person hours per week with an expectation of studying another 2 hours per week. The course completion time 

will vary for each student, depending on a number of factors, including students’ current level of computer 

skills, motivation, learning rate, and time devoted to study. Students have a responsibility to work hard, attend 

class and/or meetings, and ask for support when needed.
