This course will present computers and communications systems that affect the world we live in. Students
develop the skills required to effectively use a word processor, spreadsheet, presentation tools, and database
software. The student will also be introduced to programming in HTML, scripting and a high level
programming language. This enriched course is intended for students with some background in computer
concepts.
