Students will be introduced to 
Indigenous world views in order to broaden their thinking about children and their families, including the 
impact of residential schools and on-going colonization and skills of reconciliation. Families are viewed 
within a strengths-based perspective and special emphasis is placed on the knowledge, skills, beliefs and 
values required to work in partnership with diverse families.
