read stories with common sight words; and develop simple sentence writing skills. Students will explore
lifelong learning strategies such as goal setting, working independently and with help, and gain an
understanding of Indigenous ways of knowing and world views. Students will practice learning skills for
oral communication, critical thinking, social responsibilities, personal and cultural identity, and time and

work management.
