CALENDAR DESCRIPTION

In this integrated skills course, non-native speakers are introduced to essential reading and writing skills using
an expanding range of vocabulary in mostly familiar, non-demanding, sometimes supported contexts. Students
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can expect to progress from Canadian Language Benchmark 4 to 5. By the end of this course, students will be
working at Canadian Language Benchmark 5.

e Interpretrelatively short, clearly-organized texts related to mostly familiar, relevant topics with possible
visual support in mostly non-demanding contexts.
Writing
e Reproduce or record an expanded range of information from relatively short texts.

e Write simple sentences and short texts and paragraphs related to personal experiences and common
situations in non-demanding contexts.

Reading

1. Understand simple personal social messages (such as invitations, thanks, apologies, or arrangements).

2. Understand simple, clearly-sequenced, point-form instructions and instructional texts.

3. Getinformation from formatted business or service texts (such as tables, schedules, brochures, notices,
or flyers).

4. Understand the purpose, main ideas, key information, and specific details in relatively short
unformatted texts about mostly familiar topics.

5. Access and locate information from internet sources.

Writing

1. Write short semi-formal invitation email messages.

2. Copy or record an expanded range of information from instructions, reference sources, websites,
recipes, schedules, or short passages.

3. Complete simple forms with basic personal or familiar information with some responses to simple
qguestions.

4. Write simple formal messages (such as responding to on-line sales advertisements, reporting absences,
or informing a landlord of problems).

5. Write texts in paragraph format to describe familiar situations, personal experiences, and plans.

Attendance

Makeup tests will only be considered with a valid excuse and with sufficient notification.

If a student does not attend classes and does not officially withdraw (via myCamosun or Student Services)
prior to fee deadlines, he or she will be required to pay all outstanding fees, will receive no further service until
the fees are paid and may receive an IP grade.

During the term, if a student misses one week of class without official documentation, s/he will meet first with
the instructor to resolve the problem. If no resolution can be made, then the student will meet with the Chair
of the department who may recommend the following:

e withdrawal

e discussion with an academic or an International Student Advisor (where appropriate)

At the end of term, if a student has missed 50% of class after having received departmental support, a letter
will be sent to the student’s local and permanent address regarding his or her absence in the course. A student
with an attendance problem may not be allowed to register for the following term.

Students in any level who are receiving funding for their courses are expected to attend classes regularly. If the

student is unable to attend classes, s/he is expected to contact his/her instructor(s) or an ELD instructional
assistant.
