CALENDAR DESCRIPTION 

Speakers of English as an additional language build on the oral/aural communication skills encountered 
within an academic/professional environment. Students develop their skills and strategies to participate 

in and lead discussions, take notes on academic lectures, and make formal presentations that 

incorporates research. Students become familiar with the sound system in English in order to improve 
their pronunciation and increase their comprehension of spoken English. Through focus on the English 
sound system, students learn self- correcting and self-monitoring strategies that will enable them to 
continue to improve comprehensibility beyond the classroom.

4. Use a dictionary to aid pronunciation. 
5. Use spelling rules in determining the pronunciation of words.

1. Demonstrate respect for learner colleagues, including those from differing cultural and 
linguistic backgrounds. 

2. Collaborate with others in group tasks and discussions.
