How to Benefit from ELD 075  

 
There are two approaches to mastering the grammar of English or any other language. The 
first approach is to understand the grammar and grammatical rules of the language; the 
second approach is to apply those rules to your use of the language and to learn to recognize 
errors and error patterns. Consequently, students in this course will do two things: They will 
study the rules of English grammar and also apply those rules to their own writing. However, 
research into student writing demonstrates that the second approach is the more important 
of the two approaches, so we will focus most of our energy on error detection and 
correction.  

 
Experience has shown us that your success in this course depends primarily on the effort you 
make. If you do all the assignments, attend all or most of the classes, and actively participate 
in class activities, it is very likely that you will do well in this course. Moreover, you will not 
only gain a lot of personal satisfaction and enjoyment from your accomplishment, but also 
develop much greater confidence in your ability to write grammatically correct English 
compositions.
