Students will practice and receive instruction in the 
planning, writing, and revising of paragraphs and essays, so as to prepare them for college 
writing. Students will also learn to gather, evaluate, synthesize, and organize information into a 
research paper as well as deliver a research-based oral presentation.  This course prepares 
students for post-secondary academic English courses.
