Students will also learn to gather, evaluate, synthesize, and organize information into a research paper 
as well as deliver a research-based oral presentation.  This course prepares students for post-
secondary academic English courses.

report of approximately 1500 words using an appropriate documentation style (e.g. 
APA, MLA or Chicago)
