Students in this course will learn and develop skills in the context of reading and writing about
literature, including Indigenous Peoples and Canadian literature, from a variety of genres.
Specifically, students will practice and receive instruction in reading, discussing, evaluating, and
writing about short stories, novels, poetry, and drama. Studying these genres introduces the student
to basic literary terms and concepts. This course prepares students for post-secondary academic
English courses.
