Week #1 “No Show” Attendance Requirements

Students are expected to log into the course D2L by Sunday 11:59PM week #1 to avoid being automatically
unenrolled from the course. This is especially applicable if there is the course is full and has a waitlist.

Assignment Outlines, Instructors, and Rubrics

All assignment outlines, instructions, and marking rubrics will be posted on the course D2L, and will be
available to Students at all times during the course, from start to finish. Students are expected to read and
follow all aspects of these documents when preparing and submitting their assignments.

Submitting Assignments

Students are expected to submit all assignment on-time, using the appropriate online assignment dropbox on
D2L. Assignments are also expected to be in a Microsoft Word document format unless otherwise indicated on
D2L. Google documents or links will not be accepted for marking. No external links to assignments will not be
accepted for marking unless otherwise indicated on D2L. Moreover, late assignments will be subject to Late
Penalties unless otherwise indicated on D2L.

Technical Issues

If a student is having technical issues at any point in the course, the student is expected to contact the
appropriate technical support services right away to resolve the issues. If the technical issue involves D2L, the
student is expected to contact the D2L Technical Support team directly (desupport@camosun.ca).

If the technical issue impedes the student's ability to submit their assignment on-time for any reason, it is the
student's responsibility to email a copy of their assignment to their instructor, and then contact the
appropriate technical support service team to resolve their situation. To avoid late penalties, assignments
must be emailed prior to the assignment due date. Assignments will be considered 'submitted' based on the
email's date/time-stamp.

Late Penalties

Unless otherwise stated in the course outline or D2L, the overall mark of an assignment which is submitted
after its due dates will receive a -5% late penalty for each day the assignment is late; up to a maximum of 10-
days. Assignments submitted after this point will not be accepted for marking. Furthermore, all assignments
submitted after the final Sunday of the course will not be accepted for marking.

Requests for Assignment Extensions

All requests for extensions must be submitted at least 48-hours prior to the assighment due date.

Requests for extension must be emailed to the instructor, and must include a brief rationale for the request, in
addition to a preferred extended date and time (typically, no longer than 48-hours after the due date).

Students are limited to one assignment extension per semester. If an extension is granted, but the Student

submits their assignment prior to the due date, the opportunity to make a future request remains available.

For assignments which are peer-to-peer-based (such as an online forum or discussion forum), a request for
extension will not be granted given the time-sensitive and dialogue nature of these assignments.

If an extension is granted, it is the student's responsibility to adhere to the extended due date. If in the event
an extended assignment is submitted late, the extended due date will be void and the assignment will be
marked as though no extension was previously granted. Late penalties will apply.

If a Student is working in a pair or a small group for a particular assignment, a request for extension is unlikely
to be approved given the peer-to-peer supportive nature assumed within a collaborative group work
environment. However, is a Student is granted an extension for an assignment but then the Student later pairs
up with at least one other person in the class to complete the assignment, the granted assignment extension is
void unless otherwise approved by the Instructor.

Requests for Bonus/Extra Credit Assignments

In situations where a submitted assignment achieves a failing grade, a request to complete a bonus assignment
may be sent to the Instructor; however, bonus assignments are typically only awarded to students who are at
risk of failing of the course due to unforeseen and unavoidable circumstances.

Requests for Course Extensions

With regards to "I" letter grade requests (in harmony with e-1.5 and e-1.5.1), these requests are rare, and are
reviewed on a case-by-case basis and often in consultation or collaboration with Academic Advising or other
Camosun-employed academic success person/team, etc. At a minimum, these requests will only be considered
if the Student has completed at least 70% of the course assignments. Note, these types of requests will only
apply to unsubmitted assignments that do not involve peer-to-peer dialogue or collaboration, and whose
expired due dates have not exceeded 10-days.
