Students will extend a foundation of basic mathematics skills, concepts, vocabulary, and 
problem-solving strategies to prepare them to meet personal, career, or academic goals. 
Students will perform functions related to the following topics: place value, rounding, adding 
and subtracting whole numbers to 100.  Students will build an understanding of automaticity 
and estimation skills to increase their confidence and competence in mathematics.

• Use math vocabulary related to place value, estimating, ordering, adding, and subtracting 
whole numbers to 100. 

• Identify place value and compare the magnitude of whole numbers. 
• Round whole numbers to the nearest 10. 
• Add whole numbers without carrying. 
• Subtract whole numbers without borrowing. 
• Count by 2s, 5s, and 10s. 
• Use addition and subtraction to solve one-step application problems. 
• Identify basic geometric shapes and time units. 
• Work independently on the materials provided, and ask for help when needed. 
• Use strategies to organize work and notes, and to manage time and math anxiety.
