Students will grow a foundation of basic mathematics skills, concepts, vocabulary, and problem-solving
strategies to prepare them to meet personal, career, or academic goals. Students will be able to perform
simple tasks related to following topics: place value, rounding, adding, and subtracting whole numbers to
1,000,000; multiplication facts up to 12x12. Students will grow automaticity and estimation skills to increase
their confidence and competence in mathematics.
