CALENDAR DESCRIPTION 

Students will advance a foundation of basic mathematics skills, concepts, vocabulary, and problem-solving 
strategies to prepare them to meet personal, career, or academic goals. Students will complete tasks related 
to the following topics: multiplying and dividing whole numbers, metric units, perimeter and area. Students 
will advance automaticity and estimation skills to increase their confidence and competence in mathematics.

  Or all of COM in ELD 052 and ELD 054, C in MATH 022

This class is expected to be a combination of online, blended and in-person instruction. In-person drop-in class: 
Wednesday or Thursday 12:30-3:30pm; or by video chat/phone appointment arranged with the instructor.  
 
For each unit, students are expected to prepare for the Unit Final Test by completing the Unit Review. Students 
are encouraged to consult with their instructor for authorization to write the Unit Final Test and proceed to the 
next unit if the score is 75% or better. Students rewrite the Unit Final Test for scores less than 75%. Calculators 
may not be used unless approved by the instructor. Students registered with the Centre for Accessible Learning 
(CAL) who complete quizzes, tests, and exams with academic accommodations have booking procedures and 
deadlines with CAL where advanced notice is required.

This is a self-paced course. Students have the flexibility to follow an individually adaptable timeline to 
complete the learning outcomes and unit tests. The course is a combination of 6 online, blended and/or in-
person hours per week with an expectation of studying another 4 hours per week. The course completion time 
will vary for each student, depending on several factors, including students’ current level of math skills, 
motivation, learning rate, and time devoted to study. Students have a responsibility to work hard, attend class 
and/or meetings, and ask for support when needed.
