CALENDAR DESCRIPTION 

Designed for prospective elementary school teachers, this course provides students with a solid grounding in 

fundamental mathematical methods and concepts with which to teach math at an elementary school level. 

Topics include: polygons; polyhedra; symmetry; tessellations; similarity; transformation geometry; 

measurement basics, area, surface area, and volume; Pythagorean Theorem; combinations and permutations; 

and introduction to probability. A selection of recreational mathematics activities is included.

4. Correctly use adjectives for angles and work with the corresponding relationships. 

5. Measure length, angle size, area and volume in standard units. 

6. Use formulas to find measurements of circumference, area, and volume. 

7. Apply the Pythagorean Theorem to solve right triangle problems. 

8. Create an artistic tessellation to demonstrate how a given figure can tessellate a plane or space. 

9. Solve basic probability problems including examples involving permutations and combinations.
