(by signing up in the “Opt in” quiz in D2L — details to be released in D2L after test 4) and your course
grade will then be calculated using weighting (b).

. Once you opt in writing the final examination, your course grade will be calculated using weighting (b),
and you cannot go back to use 100% term work using weighting (a).

. You can get a better grade or a worse course grade depending on whether your performance
in the final examination is better or worse than that in the term.
