Weekly Lab Assignments and Final Lab Report - There is a lab assignment
each week. The labs can be found in course content under ‘Lab Modules.” All
materials needed to complete a lab assingment can be found within its
module. Each lab is intruduced with a series of instructions. Be sure to read
these instructions carefully.

There is also a short research project required in this course. The final few lab

assignment will be devoted to this final project. This project will involve
designing an experiment, analyzing data, and writing the results in an APA
style research paper.

Tests - There are three tests in this course and each is worth 15% of the
course grade. The first test will cover the Prologue and Chapters 1 and 4 (pp.
126-141). The second test will cover Chapters 2, 3 (88-109) and 7 and p. 351.
The third test will cover Chapters 6, 8, and 9. All tests are based on
information from the lectures, lab activities, and assigned readings. These
tests will will be multiple choice in nature and will be given via the Quizzes
Tool in D2L. The tests are not cumulative.

Test taking protocols will be reviewed and posted on D2L.
