1.Critical and Creative Thinking. Students will
a) identify tone, including irony and understatement, in poetry, fiction, and drama
b) identify the connections between genre, theme, and style in literary works

b) connect the concerns and themes of a literary work to larger contexts, such as style,
literary influences, and personal and historical background
c) use literary terms associated with different genres

3. Written Communication. Students will
a) plan and write paragraphs and essays
b) integrate quotations from literary works into a literary analysis and document them
according to MLA conventions
c) edit written work for content, structure, grammar, punctuation, and usage
d) choose words appropriate to style and audience
e) use transitions to connect main and supporting points
f) vary sentences
g) connect literary devices and techniques to themes

4. Speaking and Listening Skills. Students will
a) speak, adjusting for audience, purpose, and situation, to inform, persuade, and interact
in formal and informal situations
b) give and respond to feedback during oral presentations
c) collaborate and consult with others in completing communications tasks
d) explain the value and limitations of collaborative work
