3. All out-of-class assignments must be typed (double-spaced, using a standard 

Font such as Times New Roman, 12 point type with four one-inch margins). All 

assignments completed outside of class should include the student’s name, the title of 

the assignment, the name of the course, the instructor’s name, and the date.
