Course Description: 

This course focuses on grammar for college level writing.  Offered in a workshop format, it will 

help non-native English speakers to express analytical and critical thought in clear, grammatical 

sentences.  Written and oral assignments will build and reinforce students’ ability to write 

grammatical prose.

Demonstrate an understanding of the form and function of English grammatical structures: 

(a) Use self-monitoring to identify and correct errors in the revision process. 

(b) Demonstrate accurate use of grammatical rules with minimal assistance from texts or
