At the end of term, if a student has missed 50% of classes after having received departmental
support, a letter will be sent to the student’s local and permanent address regarding his or her
absence in the course.

In emergency circumstances, a student may write a test or final examination before or after the
scheduled time if the student would otherwise be unable to complete the program or course.

Students in any level who are receiving funding for their courses are expected to attend classes
regularly.

ACADEMIC PROGRESS POLICY

Progress

If a full-time student in 034 (20 hours per week) does not progress in the first attempt of a level, s/he
will talk with the instructor to find ways for the student to succeed. This may include counselling,
getting help from the Help Centre, a different program or institution.

If the full-time student does not progress in the second attempt at the same level, s/he may be put on

probation for the following term.

*Part-time students (10 hours per week) may require two or more semesters to complete a level.
