ELD 033 is an integrated skills course which focuses on reading, writing, listening, and speaking. At the end of the

Learning Outcomes

course (20 hours per week for full-time students), successful students will be able to:

Speaking

Talk about personal experiences (family, work, etc.)
Give short directions relating to movement and
position in space (e.g. Leave it on the table.)
Express future plans, needs, and wants.

Express problems (symptoms, risks). Give advice.
Greet, introduce self and ask about other. Respond
to introductions by others.

Reading

e Getinformation from a one-paragraph note or
letter of a personal nature.

e Follow simple common one-to-one five-step
written instructions (find a place on the map,
use a washing machine.)

e Find basic information from simplified formatted
texts (bus schedules, TV guide).

e Get key information from simplified brochures,

e Respond to appeals for repetition and clarification. :

e Express problems and give advice notices, and flyers.

e Ask for and give permission e Understand the main ideas and important

e Ask for and accept assistance. details of simple 1-2 paragraph texts.

e Express and respond to preferences. ¢ Use simple monolingual dictionaries, maps, and
diagrams.

Understand factual details about a broad range of
common situations.

Understand 2-4 step directions.

Understand other person’s future plans, needs, and
wants.

Identify nature of problem.

Recognize greetings, introductions, and leave-
taking.

Recognize appeals for repetition and clarification.
respond to expressions of permission, and
assistance

Respond to expressions of preference.

e Select appropriate standard greeting card and
complete with minimum required information.

e Describe a personal situation (complete a short
guided text; fill in the blanks in short text;
answer 5-6 questions.)

e Write a short note of a personal nature such as
an invitation or a thank you.

e Copy short pieces of information from
dictionaries, schedules, directions, etc.

e Fill out simple forms and applications.

To complete 033, a student must get a mark of S (satisfactory) on the outcomes in each skill area (speaking,

listening, reading, and writing). There will also be in-class quizzes and the results will be considered in the overall

assessment.

At the end of term, if a student has missed 50% of classes after having received departmental support, a letter will
be sent to the student’s local and permanent address regarding his or her absence in the course. A student with an
attendance problem may not be allowed to register for the following term.

In emergency circumstances, a student may write a test or final examination before or after the scheduled time if
the student would otherwise be unable to complete the program or course. Exceptions due to emergency
circumstances, such as unavoidable employment commitments, health problems, or unavoidable family crises,
require the approval of the appropriate instructor. Holidays or scheduled flights are not considered to be
emergencies. The student may be required to provide verification of the emergency circumstance.

Students in any level who are receiving funding for their courses are expected to attend classes regularly. If the
student is unable to attend classes, s/he is expected to contact his/her instructor(s) or an ELD instructional
assistant.

If the full-time student does not progress in the second attempt at the same level, s’lhe may be put on probation for
the following term.

*Part-time students (12.5 hours per week) may require two or more semesters to complete a level.
