English 022 focuses on expanding vocabulary, developing reading fluency, giving opinions about
readings, brainstorming to generate ideas and writing sentences, short messages and paragraphs to
promote the advancement of literacy.

Students are expected to participate in class discussions and other group
activities, including free writing, time-limited writing and newspaper study.
