This course for English as an Additional Language (EAL) learners provides instruction and practice
in reading, discussing, evaluating, and writing about short stories, novels, poetry, and drama.
Studying these genres introduces the student to basic literary terms and concepts. ELD 094 and
092 combined may be used as an alternate to English 12 for entrance to programs and courses at
Camosun College.

a. Give and respond to feedback respectfully and appropriately;
b. Collaborate with others in completing tasks;
c. Recognize and respect intercultural diversity and individual differences.
