5. Basis of Student Assessment (Weighting)

(20%), their oral presentations to the group (20%) -some of which can be recorded and played on CKMO as
agreed at the beginning of the class-. There will also be a final test (40%).
Students are encouraged to review their progress with the instructor two or three times before the end of the term.
The schedule and content of the written assignments and the oral presentations will be established as a group in the
first week of class, according to the number of participants and the radio time available.
