Course Description:

This course centers on generating, organizing and expressing ideas in clear and effective written
prose. Instruction and practice in writing college-level expository prose, based on appropriate
models, form the core. Finished assignments total 4000-4500 words.

Write expository prose for various purposes and audiences.
o Develop a mature writing process, which may include prewriting, planning,
drafting, conferring, revising and editing/proofing.
e Select and use rhetorical patterns purposefully.
o \Write correct, clear, cohesive, and effective English.
e Vary style purposefully through manipulating sentence rhythms, sentence
variety, vocabulary and figurative language.

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Read mature expository and persuasive prose by student and professional writers.
e Vary their reading approach for different purposes such as research and
criticism.
e Analyze expository prose by identifying controlling ideas, supporting ideas,
dominant rhetorical pattern, tone and features of style.

original’s ideas, organization, and tone.
