Most of the writing we do this term will be workshopped. Students will meet in pairs to read and
discuss work in progress. We will be writing in every class, sometimes working on assignments that
will be handed in for assessment. It is therefore essential to your grade that you attend and
participate in all classes.

More technical assignments, such as grammar tests, will be evaluated for accuracy. Essays receive
more complex evaluation. | look for organization, originality of ideas, and effectiveness of details
used in support. Accurate grammar and spelling are, of course, essential to good writing. | also look
for your particular developing voice or style. Although we will briefly review grammar in each class,
students are responsible for reviewing the grammar sections in the Pocket Guide and will be tested
several times on these sections.

Late assignments may lose marks at the rate of 5% per day. If there are circumstances that will
hinder you from completing an assignment on time, please speak with me well beforehand.

Students who fail to complete any out-of-class assignments by the final class date, or who fail to
achieve at least D on the final in-class writing project, will fail the course. It is up to you to make sure
that all of your assignments are handed in.

Out-of-class assignments are to be typed and double-spaced. Please don't forget to put your full
name on your paper. Keep a photocopy or disk copy of all assignments.
