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 5. Basis of Student Assessment (Weighting) 
 
 

  Students will be evaluated on the basis of their oral work (30%), their 
written work (35%) and a final exam (35%). 

  The mark for oral work is based on: class participation (5%), 
interactive speech to the group (10%) and one class presentation of 
a portfolio (15%, research on Racine or Voltaire). The written work 
consists of : home assignments (20%), weekly compositions of 250 
words based on the text studied that week in Moments littéraires (see 
schedule p. 2) and two 1500-word essays (15%) on Racine:  
Andromaque  and  Voltaire:  Candide.
