2. Intended Learning Outcomes
Upon completion of this course the student will be able to:
1. Exhibit skills in a variety of contemporary drawing, painting and other studio arts.
2. Discuss contemporary art practice.

3. Required Materials

Studio Supplies

1. Pencils: 2B, 4B, 6B (1 each)

2. Erasers: kneaded, white, pink (consider 1 each)

3. Set of colored pencil crayons (12)

4. Pens: ballpoint (1)

5. Sharpie markers: set of 12 (colors)

6. Watercolor Brushes: for use with India Ink (2, sizes 8 and 10)

7. Synthetic Bristle Brushes: for use with acrylic paints (2, sizes 8 and 10)
8. Acrylic paint: student set (red, yellow, blue, green, orange, purple, white and black)
9. Glue: glue stick 40g

10. Tape, 1 roll masking tape, 1 roll clear tape

11. 1 plastic palette for mixing ink/paints (should hold 6-12 colors)
