PSYCHOLOGY APPLIED TO CONTEMPORARY SOCIAL PROBLEMS  
(Calendar Description) 
 
This course applies knowledge in psychology to current social problems. Topics such as 
education, the nature of madness, health, terrorism, drug abuse, AIDS, violence and the 
urban scene may be considered. Students will be asked to work on several social 
problems with methods that will prepare them to be actively involved in society. Topics 
vary with instructor and changing social problems.
