5. Basis of Student Assessment (Weighting)

final exam (30%).

The written work
consists of : home assignments (20%), weekly compositions of 250 words based on the text
studied that week in Moments littéraires (see schedule p. 2) and two 1500-word essays (20%)
on Musset: Il ne faut jurer de rien and Flaubert: Madame Bovary.
