 Oral Demonstrations 
 A student will perform six conversations in total in front of the instructor based on the 

situations weekly assigned.  Two situations will be given and practiced on every Friday 
starting from the third week of January.  Oral Demonstration Days are scheduled after 
practicing three situations.  Students may perform up to two situations on each Oral Demo 
Day. 

 

      Oral Report (Speech) 
       During the final week each student will explain her/his one week travel plan to Japan and 

answers questions based on what he/she presents. 
 

 Mid-Term/Final Examinations
