2. Intended Learning Outcomes 
 
 Upon completion of this course the student will be able to: 
 

1. Master Mandarin sounds (the Pin Yin system). 
2. Speak and understand simple Chinese sentences. 
3. Learn some very basic grammar points (e.g., Verb-not-Verb questions, choice-type questions, 

determinatives, the usage of "le" and "dou"). 
4. Know how to use and write 150-200 Chinese characters. 

 

 

3. Required Materials 
 
(a) Text:  Contemporary Chinese (Vol.1), Beijing: Sinolingua Press (2003) 
 
(b) Other:  Contemporary Chinese exercise book and character book (Vol. 1) 

 

 

4. Course Content and Schedule 
 
This is an intensive, introductory course designed for students with no background in Mandarin Chinese. 
The course objective is to provide a systematic introduction to modern Chinese in both its spoken and 
written forms. The important aspects of the course consist of the acquisition of a thorough grounding in 
pronunciation, the introduction of basic grammar points and written characters. We will meet eight hours 
per week (six hours of lectures; two hours of language lab. sessions). We will finish lesson 4 of the textbook 
by the end of the term. 
 

 

5. Basis of Student Assessment (Weighting) 
 
(a) Assignments  Students should commit to daily practice on Chinese sounds and characters, do  
      the exercises in the exercise books and complete oral and written exercises  
       assigned by the instructor at the end of each class. All assignments are  
    expected to be completed on time. 
 
(b) Quizzes  A quiz will be given upon completion of each lesson. 
    Term work: 5 quizzes, recitation, participation   45% 
 
(c) Exams  Mid-term Exam.       15%
