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4. Course Content and Schedule

1. Exploration of contemporary drawing/painting: form, space, perspective, light, color, the human

figure, subject matter and expression
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Emphasis on an experimental hands-on studio practice
Examination of contemporary drawing and painting (video, digital and gallery visit)
Verbal and observational critical engagement in group critiques and discussions
Attendance at an art exhibition

Research and homework: 2-4 hours per week

Portfolio: includes sketchbook, all projects, documentation and art reviews
