term portfolio review. You are also evaluated on your participation, willingness to
experiment and desire to resolve your projects; this includes submitting reviews of art
exhibitions and reviews of visiting artists and portfolio/portfolio review.
Students are required to maintain a C grade or better in order to continue in the

program.
