Solve counting problems using sets and/or the multiplication principle, and recognize and
solve problems involving permutations and combinations.
Apply the basic properties and concepts of probability to solve problems from fields such
as medicine and quality control. Determine the probability distributions for random
variables and calculate expected values. Where appropriate, evaluate probabilities using
the binomial distribution. Explore systems evolving from one state to another using

Markov chains.

Solve linear systems of equations using techniques, including Gauss-Jordan elimination
and inverse matrices.

Solve linear programming problems using a graphical approach.

Derive simple annuity formulas and use them to solve amortization problems.
Translate statements into symbolic form and vice versa. Construct truth tables for
propositions, including implications. Use truth tables to verify equivalencies.
