Develop an argument with a controlling thesis; write unified, coherent paragraphs, including
effective introductions, transitions and conclusions in correct, clear, effective English.
Develop effective, focused research questions.
Demonstrate control, clarity and cohesion in the development and organization of ideas.
Vary style purposefully for planned rhetorical strategies.
Write for specific results.
Critique his/her own and others’ writing.

Read and analyze complex texts from various academic disciplines.
Vary reading approaches for different purposes, such as personal response, persuasion, and
criticism.
Participate and engage in a dynamic, stimulating exchange of ideas based upon close textual
readings.
Discuss and debate text using terminology appropriate to the discipline and context of those
texts.
Analyze textual readings, which may include visual texts, by identifying controlling ideas,
supporting details, dominant rhetorical pattern, subtext, tone and stylistic features.
Summarize readings to reflect coherently the original’s ideas, purpose, organization, and tone.
Critically read your own and others’ writing.

Assignment Submission

All assignments are to be submitted at the beginning of class. Work submitted after this time will be
considered one day late. Email submissions are not permitted.

Late work will receive a penalty of 4% each day. Work that is submitted late will receive a grade but may
not receive written comments.

Extensions

In extenuating circumstances students may be granted extensions on assignments. Extensions must be
applied for by in writing by 5pm no later than six days prior to the assignment’s due date. Extensions
will not be granted on the Discussion Leader Assignment, In Class Essay, Reading Response Assignments
or Quizzes.

Attendance and Make-Up Assignments

Participation is worth 10% in this class. If you miss more than three classes you may receive a zero for
participation unless your absences are supported by medical documentation. If you are unable to attend a
class where a test or assignment is scheduled, it is your responsibility to notify me in advance by email.

If you miss a class it is your responsibility to obtain notes and relevant information from another student. Any
missed handouts should be downloaded from D2L. The instructor will not provide notes or slides.
