4. Course Content and Schedule

JAPN 100 is designed for students who have no previous knowledge of Japanese language. The course
will provide students with the opportunity to develop basic skills in reading, writing, listening and speaking
by learning the grammar and vocabulary introduced in Genki | (Lesson 1 through 4).

There are four assignments. Each assignment is worth 2%. Due dates are indicated on the course
schedule on page 4 of this outline.

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Chapter Written & Listening Quizzes
Written and listening quizzes are given for each chapter. It is worth 6% and 4% respectively.

Big Quizzes

Recitation
Each student is expected to memorize the model dialogues of each chapter. The students will work in pairs
and recite the dialogues in front of the instructor in class.

Oral Interview
During the last week of the class, each student will have a one-on-one interview with the instructor. The
interview consists of Q&A in Japanese, and a short conversation. The details will be discussed in class.
