2. Intended Learning Outcomes

Upon completion of this course students will be able to:

1. Describe how the Sun works, its structure (interior, atmosphere, corona), its evolution and its
future (as a red giant and then a white dwarf).

2. Outline the concepts of radiation (light) and energy, the different states of matter (solid, liquid,
gas), and temperature scales.

3. Compare the properties of stars (single, binary and in clusters), including their distances, maotions,
temperatures (from spectra), masses, flux densities and luminosities.

4. Describe interstellar matter and the formation of stars from gas and dust.

5. Comment on the interiors and evolution of many different kinds of stars (such as red giants,
planetary nebulae, novae, Cepheid and RR Lyrae variable stars, etc.) and why mass is the main
factor controlling the evolution of stars.

6. Describe and explain the different kinds of stellar deaths and end-products, including supernovae,
black holes, white dwarfs, and neutron stars.

7. Describe the Milky Way Galaxy, its contents, the massive black hole at its centre, and its
evolution.

8. Describe the properties of the different kinds of galaxies, from ordinary elliptical and spiral
galaxies to dwarf galaxies and quasars.

9. Outline ideas about the origin and evolution of the Universe.

10. Assemble experimental apparatus related to spectroscopy, analyze and interpret data to test
astronomical hypotheses and complete written laboratory reports.
