4. Identify and correctly resolve appearances of non-harmonic tones in personal compositions and in
analysis of pre-existing compositions.

5.  Effect modulation to or tonicization of closely-related diatonic keys.

6. Analyze and extrapolate compositional methodologies from simple dance, song, and variation
forms.
