As such, the due dates are fixed (unless you have an approved
academic accommodation through CAL) and it is expected that students will hand in assignments on
time. Assignment marks, comments, and feedback will be returned to students in a timely manner,
usually within 1-3 weeks, depending on the length of the assignment.

Late assignments may be graded but
marks equivalent to 5% of the total value of the assignment will be deducted for up to three days,
inclusive of days on the weekend, past the deadline; 10% from 3-7 days.
