Restricted to students in Engineering Bridge This course in multivariable calculus includes evaluating partial 

derivatives, computing directional derivative and gradient, solving optimization problems using Lagrange 

Multipliers, setting up and evaluating multiple integrals for various applications in engineering, vector calculus, 

evaluating line integral using Green’s Theorem, evaluating surface integral using divergence theorem, and 

evaluating line integral using Stokes’ Theorem.

2. Compute gradients and directional derivatives. 

3. Solve constrained optimization problems using Lagrange multipliers. 

4. Set up and evaluate multiple integrals to find areas, volumes, masses, centres of mass, and moments of 

inertia. 

5. Change variables in multiple integrals to cylindrical, spherical, or general coordinates. 

6. Compute the divergence and the curl of a vector field, and find the potential function for conservative 

fields. 

7. Set up and evaluate line and surface integrals. 

8. Use Green’s theorem to evaluate line integrals.
