COURSE LEARNING OUTCOMES / OBJECTIVES 

Upon completion of this course a student will be able to: 
 
1. Produce work that constitutes an awareness of the issues, history, and concerns of sculpture and 
other three-dimensional art forms. 
2. Develop individual creative interests and conceptual skills. 
3. Discuss and explore the definition of “sculpture” and the many forms it takes in contemporary art 
practices. 
4. Discuss an artwork’s content and context, how materials can contain meaning, and the ways in 
which three-dimensional art interacts with space. 
5. Acquire skills in a wide range of techniques and materials, including clay, found-object 
manipulation, and wood construction. 
6. Use hand tools, power tools and equipment safely. 
7. Critically evaluate their own and others’ projects.
