Students will study the rules of perspective as applied to illustration as an important tool for creators. Students
will become familiar with the structural technique of one, two, and three-point perspective, and how and
when to apply those techniques to backgrounds, structures, objects and figures. Students will also learn how
other visual technigues can be applied to effectively achieve the sense of three dimensions on a two-
dimensional surface. Including overlap, scaling and value modulation.
