5. Discuss the attributes and applications of a variety of digital audio mixing and editing software 
programs in their application to professional and academic settings.

In order to develop technical listening skills, you are required to practice with the introduced 
software modules on a regular basis and complete all listening quizzes. Please note that listening skills develop 
over time, so the more regular your practice, the greater your progress. 

Deadlines: You are expected to complete each module and submit the assignments by the stated deadline in 
order to receive full credit. Late submission will be accepted with a late penalty. Please try to submit all 
assignments on time as the assignments progress in complexity and build upon each other. If you have any 
questions or problems with any of the assignments, please contact your instructor as soon as possible.

This course contains 8 assignments, each worth 7% of 
your final grade.

The quizzes gradually increase in complexity throughout the 
semester. This course contains 8 listening quizzes. Each quiz is worth 3% of your final 
grade.
