4. Use safe practices for loading, unloading and firing conventional electric and gas kilns as well as
primitive kilns.

*Loop tool (for carving, hollowing & trimming),
*Ribbon tool (for edging, shaving & thinning),
*Wood potter’s rib (for contouring, flattening & scraping),
*Needle tool (for drawing piercing & slicing),
*Wood modeling tool (for cleaning up, finishing & modeling),
*Sponge (for moistening, absorbing & refining),
*Metal scraper (for melding, scoring & smoothing),
*Wire clay cutter (for cutting & removing pieces).
