In this course students will use traditional and experimental methods to create, control and understand the
fundamentals of animated movement. This course will focus on animation in the hands of contemporary
studio based artists. Students will produce a number of short animated projects that will introduce and
explore animation techniques based on lectures, film viewings, and technical demonstrations. Students will
become familiar with digital capture and postproduction systems to create a short animated work for
exhibition or portfolio development. All final animation projects will be publicly screened.
