Studio time is vital to the creation
and finalization of each assignment. Class discussions, and critiques require student participation, input, and
conversation.

Participation/Professionalism:

Class attendance and participation is essential to the course objectives, and largely involves critiques and
discussions on the weekly topic and assigned activities. It is also an opportunity for students to ask questions
and learn from each other.

Your participation grade is assigned based on attendance (including being on time), completing the weekly
assignments, the level of your constructive engagement in the weekly classes and critiques/discussions,
handing your assignments in on time and overall professionalism in the classroom. Professionalism also
includes making arrangements with the instructor; and, looking for clarification when you are not
understanding something.

Due Dates and Late Assignments

The due dates are established in accordance with the course and term duration. The purpose of the due dates
is to help both you and | to get the assignments done so that they can be assessed in a timely manner. Just as
you need time to complete the assignments, | need enough time to grade them. As such, it is expected that
students will hand in assignments on time. Assignments will be returned to students in a timely manner,
usually within 1-3 weeks, depending on the length of the assignment.
